MEETING MINUTES
1. Call to Order/Roll Call.
a. The meeting was called to order at 9:01 A.M.

b. Those present were: President Matuska, Director Madrid, Kevin Galindo, Tanner Smith,
Brandon Doolan, Steve Islas, Daniel White, and Tom Terpstra.

2. Public Comment.

a. No public comments were received.
3. New Business.
a. Appointment of a new Board Member to fill current vacancy.

1. The Board discussed the possibility of appointing Kevin Galindo to the vacant position.
Mr. Terpstra stated that the District has informed the County elections official of the
vacancy pursuant to California law. President Matuska inquired about the possible
incompatibility of Mr. Galindo’s office with Country Club Sanitary District with a
position on this Board. Mr. Terpstra explained that this was a grey area that could carry
some risk, but the only way the Board could know for sure was by contacting the FPPC,
which would likely take at least 60-90 days to hear back from. Further discussion ensued
among the Board members.

ii. Director Madrid moved, seconded by President Matuska, to appoint Kevin Galindo to the
vacant Director position. The motion carried unanimously.

4. Minutes.

a. Director Madrid moved, seconded by President Matuska, to approve the minutes as drafted. The
motion carried unanimously.

5. Unfinished Business.
a. Proposals to Create District Website.

1. Tanner Smith, a representative of Streamline, presented a proposal for creating a website
for the District and maintaining it thereafter. President Matuska asked about who owns
the domain name once Streamline created it for the District. Mr. Smith stated that
Streamline would transfer the domain name to the District should they ever sever ties
with Streamline. President Matuska also asked about how long it would take for
Streamline to create the website. Mr. Smith stated that Streamline could create a website
for the District within two to four weeks.

ii. Mr. Terpstra asked about how the website would be operated. Mr. Smith stated that the
website would be created by Streamline, who would then teach District staff how to
operate it going forward. Mr. Smith further stated that Streamline would offer trainings
and technical support free of charge as long as the District remained Streamline’s
customer.

iii. Mr. Terpstra also reported on a quote he received via email from Mayaco, a local web
design and marketing company. President Matuska asked about how much the operating
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fees would be under Mayaco’s proposal. Mr. Terpstra stated that Mayaco quoted $30 per
month to host the website. To his knowledge, this was the only monthly fee that would
apply to Mayaco’s proposal, but he was not certain on this.

iv. Director Madrid asked about the cost of technical support from Mayaco. Mr. Terpstra
stated that he did not receive a definitive answer on this point, though he did ask directly.

v. The Board directed Mr. Terpstra to invite Mayaco to its next meeting so that a
representative could more directly answer some of the Board’s outstanding questions
regarding Mayaco’s quote.

vi. President Matuska presented a quote from San Joaquin County Information Services
Division, which also provides hosting services. The Board agreed that the SJ County
ISD’s proposal was not cost effective for the District’s needs.

vii. The Board decided to table the matter until a future meeting so that more information
could be gathered regarding Mayaco’s proposal.

6. District Bills.

a.

Mr. Terpstra reported that the City of Stockton has not yet set the rate for its 2023-2024 fire
services contract and requested the District not submit payment for the City’s fire services until
August or September once the City has finalized the rate.

Discussion ensued regarding the Haley Contracting bill pertaining to the leaking fire hydrant at
3686 W. Country Club Blvd.

President Matuska asked about what portion of Neumiller & Beardslee’s bill encompassed
secretarial services versus legal services. Mr. Terpstra stated that he could not say with certainty
without looking through the invoice in detail. The Board directed Mr. Terpstra to present a
monthly written report of Neumiller’s invoices that identified secretarial charges versus legal
services charges.

President Matuska asked about the payments to the Directors noted on the bills. Mr. Terpstra
reported that he based his calculations upon a resolution passed in 2016 that identified matters
that were compensable to Board members. Additional discussion ensued regarding the old policy
as it pertained to reimbursement for LAFCo meeting attendance and travel through the District
for monthly reports.

Director Madrid moved, seconded by Director Galindo, to approve the bills as presented. The
motion was approved unanimously.

Board of Directors (the “Board”) for expenses necessarily incurred in the performance of his/her
duties as a Director; and

WHEREAS, the Board adopted Resolution 2016-05 establishing the rate of compensation
for Director attendance at District meetings pursuant to Health & Safety Code section 13857; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code section 53232.2, the Board desires to adopt a
written policy (“Policy”) establishing a rate of compensation for Director attendance at District
meetings and outlining the types of occurrences that qualify a member of the Board to
reimbursement of expenses relating to travel, meals, lodging, and other actual and necessary
expenses; and

WHEREAS, the District desires to use the Internal Revenue Service rates for
reimbursement of travel, meals, lodging, and other actual and necessary expenses as established
in Publication 463, or any successor publication; and

WHEREAS, any expenses that do not fall within the District’s Policy shall be subject to
approved by the Board before the expense is incurred.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

1. The foregoing recitals arc true and correct and this Board so finds and declares.

2. Resolution 2016-05 is hereby revoked in its entirety.

3. The Board hereby adopts the Policy for Reimbursement for Travel and Expenses and

Compensation for Meeting Attendance for the Board of Directors attached hereto as

RESOLUTION CERTIFYING SPECIAL TAX TO BE COLLECTED FOR FISCAL
YEAR 2023-2024 AND ESTABLISHING A PROCEDURE FOR COLLECTION

WHEREAS, the Tuxedo Country-Club Rural County Fire Protection District provides a
benefit and service to the land located within the District by providing fire suppression and
prevention services; and

WHEREAS, the District is empowered by section 53978 of the California Government
Code to fix and collect special taxes for the provision of fire protection and prevention services
to supplement the revenues received from the County of San Joaquin, and to provide for the
collection of such taxes by the San Joaquin County Auditor, and to provide for penalties and
procedures in the event of delinquency of payment of such taxes; and

WHEREAS, the Secretary of this Board certifies this Special Tax, passed by a 1,795 yes
to 264 no vote of the registered voters of the District during the special election held June 7,
1983 and codified in Ordinance 83-1; and

WHEREAS, this Resolution is in compliance with the California Government Code and
California Health and Safety Code; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Tuxedo Country-Club Rural County Fire
Protection District resolves to set the rate for the special tax for fire suppression and prevention
under Ordinance 83-1 for the fiscal year 2023-2024.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Tuxedo
Country-Club Rural County Fire Protection District that:

L. The foregoing recitals are true and correct and this Board so finds and declares.

2. The Board finds and determines that the rate of $0.015 per square foot shall be the
special tax rate in effect for the 2023-2024 fiscal year.

3. The San Joaquin County Auditor is requested to collect such taxes, as set forth
herein.

4. Such taxes shall appear as a separate item on the San Joaquin County Property
Tax Bill for fiscal year 2023-2024 and shall be collected at the same time and in the same
manner as the San Joaquin County Ad Valorem Property Taxes, and shall be subject to the same
penalties and the same procedure and sale in case of delinquency as are provided by law for such
County taxes.

5. The revenue so collected which is necessary for the provisions of said benefits
and services, is supplemental to the revenues received by the District from the County of San

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Joaquin in accordance with the statutes enacted under Article XIII A of the California
Constitution and is not in lieu thereof.

6. The President and Secretary of the District are hereby authorized and directed to
execute such documents as are necessary to carry out this Resolution including, but not limited
to, executing the San Joaquin County Special Assessment Charge Agreement.

7 The Secretary for the District is hereby authorized and directed to assist the
Auditor of San Joaquin County in preparing the rolls to comply with this Resolution, and to bill
separately those parcels assessed which do not appear on the rolls.

8. The Secretary of the District is hereby authorized and directed to certify a copy of
this Resolution to the Auditor of San Joaquin County.
